The state of Tasmania has aspirations to participate in the AFL national competition; the establishment and building of a quality Tasmanian State League will be a pathway to the AFL for players, coaches, umpires, sports trainers, medical staff, and administrators who aspire to participate at the highest level within their own state.

A quality Tasmanian State League will be the solid foundation that Tasmania requires for the future.”

AFL Tasmania confirmed the following 10 football clubs will be the inaugural member clubs of the Wrest Point State League: Burnie, Devonport, Launceston, North Launceston, South Launceston, Glenorchy, North Hobart, Hobart, Clarence, and Lauderdale.
Federal Group’s Director of Entertainment and Gaming, Mr John Mortensen today said

“The Federal Group has been a major partner of AFL Tasmania for the past 8 years, we were naming rights sponsors of the Tassie Devils for 4 years, and overall, the Federal Group has been a significant contributor to Tasmanian football for more than 30 years.

Whilst the Wrest Point State League will be the pinnacle football competition in the state, the broad activities undertaken by AFL Tasmania, right across the football community, mean that the Federal Group will continue to contribute to the very grass roots of football across all regions of Tasmania.

The precise details of our sponsorship agreement are commercial in confidence, however I can confirm the agreement includes a significant six-figure annual cash component.”
