Dinner to Celebrate Award Winning Wines
To be held from 14 to 21 November 2008, the annual Wrest Point Royal Hobart International Wine Show, incorporating the Royal Agricultural Society of Tasmania (RAST) Wine Awards, is one of the most significant events in the Australian wine industry and has grown to become the second largest in the country.

As part of the lead up to this year’s Wrest Point Royal Hobart International Wine Show, on Thursday 2 October 2008, a celebratory dinner will be held at Wrest Point’s Pier One restaurant to showcase a selection of the award winning wines from the 2007 RAST Wine Awards.  Master of Ceremonies will be the chairman of the annual Wrest Point Royal Hobart International Wine Show, Mr Tim doe.  Guest speaker will be the 2007 RAST Wine Awards chief judge and owner of Victoria’s Hanging Rock Winery, Mr John Ellis.
2007 RAST Wine Awards winners were chosen from more than 2,700 entries for judging across 82 wine categories.  A quality line up of leading local, national and international wine judges assessed award entrants over a five day period.
At this week’s celebratory dinner, local award winning wines to be featured include: 2004 Josef Chromy Sparkling; 2005 Craigow Riesling; and 2005 Clemens Hill Pinot Noir.  Interstate winners also to be celebrated and enjoyed by guests include: 2001 Houghton Jack Mann Cabernet Sauvignon, 2004 Witchmount Shiraz; and 2005 Tempest Two Botrytis Semillon.
The 2008 Wrest Point Royal Hobart International Wine Show will be held 14 to 21 November, with the Australia Post Trophy Presentation Dinner to occur Wednesday 19 November 2008 and a Public Wine Tasting day scheduled on Friday 21 November 2008.
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
